This is the first hydrogen carbonate natural hot 
spring in Machida City with no added water. It is 
drawn from a depth of 1,381 meters underground 
with a temperature of 36.4℃.

Kodaira Natural Hot Springs 
Terme Ogawa
A hot spring with two distinct concepts. The woman's bath 
is a western-style bath recreating ancient Roman and 
Turkish baths and saunas. The men’s bath is a 
Japanese-style bath featuring a landscape of large and 
small rocks resembling a Japanese garden.

Kodaira City

Gokurakuyu
Keio Takaosan Onsen Gokurakuyu, located at 
the gateway to Mount Takao, features a 
soothing alkaline outdoor rock bath that springs 
from about 1,000 meters underground, perfect 
for relieving the fatigue of hiking.

Hachioji City

Akigawakeikoku
Seoto-no-yu Spa
A hot spring facility overlooking the vast 
natural beauty of a national park. The hot 
spring, which flows from 1,500 meters 
underground, is highly alkaline and 
renowned as a beauty-enhancing bath. 
With an on-site restaurant and 
accommodations, it’s perfect for a 
spontaneous weekend getaway.

Akiruno City

SPA&HOTEL Nagomi
A natural hot spring with free-flowing 
black water. Perhaps the darkest hot 
spring in Tokyo’s Ota Ward!? You’ll be 
amazed by the deep black color. Come 
see it for yourself!

Ota City Kamata

Tsukimi-yu-onsen
A 6-minute walk from Shimo-takaido Station. You can 
enjoy authentic hot springs with a variety of mineral-rich 
waters. Spring qualities such as ferric ion and metasilicic 
acid are known for warming the body and leaving the skin 
smooth, earning high praise.

Setagaya City Akatsutsumi

Shin-Okubo Mannenyu 
A hidden gem of a bathhouse in the city center. 
Located just a 5-minute walk from Shin-Okubo 
Station, it's very accessible. The entire facility 
uses soft water, and the gentle, skin-friendly 
water that feels great is a popular feature.

Shinjuku City Shin-Okubo

Suehiro-yu
A bathhouse with a distinctive octagonal washing 
area. After overcoming closure due to aging, it has 
partially been renovated and is making a fresh start. 
The owner, who is also a beer enthusiast, offers craft 
beers that are perfect for enjoying after a bath.

Shinagawa City Oimachi

Takara-yu
A bathhouse boasting a Japanese garden that is 
often referred to as the King of Engawa or the 
King of Gardens. Light-up events started in 
February 2024, allowing visitors to experience a 
truly magical atmosphere.

Adachi City Kitasenju 

Tokyo Toyosu Manyo Club
A 24-hour bathing facility located in the 
newly opened Toyosu Senkyaku Banrai hot 
bath building. in February 2024.You can 
enjoy hot springs from Hakone and 
Yugawara while staying in Tokyo. The facility 
also features a stone sauna, a buffet 
restaurant, and relaxation services, offering 
a perfect day tailored to your preferences.

Koto City ToyosuYunohama Roten Onsen
The open-air Yunohama hot spring crafted 
from the volcanic rock, Koga stone, a 
unique specialty of Niijima, offers an 
experience reminiscent of ancient Greek 
architecture. Set right by the sea, you can 
soak in a true hot spring while taking in 
breathtaking ocean views that stretch 
endlessly before you. At night, the hot 
spring is beautifully illuminated, creating a 
magical, otherworldly atmosphere that feels 
entirely different from the daytime.

Niijima

Furusato-no-yu
The only hot spring located on the western side 
of Miyakejima. You can enjoy a stunning view of 
the beautiful sunset over the Pacific Ocean. After 
the hot spring, enjoy a meal at SOLA, a restaurant 
where you can savor the flavors of the island.
